RAILWAY DEVELOPMENT IN
SOUTH AMERICA

The sudden death carly on Saturday

morning at his home at Wimbledon of Mr.
Fehx C. C. M. Fighiera deprives the
Central Argentine Railway of its able and
popular sccretary, the London Hospital
and the Roval -Masonic Institute.for Boys
of one of theit life governors, the Turners’
Company of one of.its most active and
cnergetic past-masters, and the secretarial

profession-of one of 1ts ablest exponents.

Fchix Clement Charles Marie Fighicra was
born in 1868 at Nice, his father being an Italian
banker and his mother an Englishwoman. He
was cducated privately at Nice. He became an
accomplished linguist, being able to conversc

fluently in five languages. Throughout his busi-
ness lifc he was identified with the rarlway
industry in one capacity or another, and parti-
cularly with railway development. in South
America. His first post was with the raillway
contracting firm of Messrs. J. E. and M. Clark
and Co. Hec was sent to Venezuela in-connexion
with the construction of the Venezuelan Central
Railway. Later he joined the Buenos Ayres and
Pacific Railway, and then began an association
with Argentine railway development and admini-
stration which continued down to the day of his
death. '

In 1391 the Buenos Ayres and Pacific *“lent”
Mr. Fighiera to the Argentine Government,
which sought his services as sccretary to the
Argentine Financial Delegation in Europe under
Dr. V. de Ia Plaza. The work of this financial
delegation was a strenuous one, for within a
month of its coming into existence the Baring
crisis occurred.  Mr. Fighiera assisted in the
successtul negotiations by which the Argentine
Government’s guarantees to the privately owned
rallways operating in Argentina were rescinded
and commuted by payments in bonds. Anothes
arrangement which the Financial Delegation was
responsible for was the institution of the Funding
Loan for the payment of coupons during the
period of the crisis. Mr. Fighiera became acting
gencral manager of the Buenos Ayres and Pacific
Railway in 1905 and paid his first visit to the
couniry in that ycar. The following ycar, how-
cver, he took over the sccretaryship of the
Buenos Ayres and Rosario Railway—now known
as thc Central Argentine Railway. For this
company "he made several visits to Argentina.

_An energetic personality, Mr. Fichiera found
time for a variety of activitics outside his
business. Besides being for many years a
member of the council of the Institute of
Chartered, Sccretaries, he took an active interest
in Freemasonry and in the work of the Turners®
Company, and he was very successful in raising
subscriptions_ for City charities. He was a
member of the Royal Society of Arts and a
Fellow of the Zoological Society. Besides being
interested in photography and pictures, Mr.
Fighiera was an accomplished musician. When
& young man in Venezuela he turned his skill
as a violinist to good purpose by organizing a
concert for the relief of sutferers from a famine
which had caused great distress in the country.

Mr. Fighiera left a wife and two sons. The
funcral service will be held to-morrow at St.

Mary’s Church, Wimbledon, at '3.30 p.m., and ;

the burial will- take place afterwards at Putney
Vale Cemetery. ~

AN APPRECIATION

Dr. Edwyn Bevan writes : —

May I say something to supplement your
obituary notice of Algar Thorold ? His tem-
perament combined in a peculiar way threc oddly
assorted clements—a persistent bent to satire and
scepticism, which made him, as the writer ot your
noticc poinis out, so congenial a biographer of
his uncle, Henry Labouchére, a keen and vivid
~urtosity in metaphysical problems, and a pro-
found drawin~ to religious gbsorption and
aaoration.

It was the third element which brought him in
his youih to live for scveral years, after his ad-
mission to the Roman Church, as a postulant at
the Grande Chartreuse and prompted his early
book on Catholic Mysticism. It was the first
clement which, after he left the Chartreuse,
swung him for a time away from Christian faith
—the period of ironical detachment to which the
brography of his uncle and his ** Six Masters in
Disillusion ™ belonz. In the latter years of his
life, although the religious element had become
agaln predominant, he remained keenly conscious
of what might be urged for the sceptical position.
His now firm conviction of the truth of the
Christian faith and his whole-hearted submission
to the authoritative teaching of the Roman
Church wére not incompatible with a dclightful
satirtcal observation of the human weaknesses
and inconsistencies in individual ecclesiastics or
in the working of the organization. He was
always the best of company. But perhaps some
of those who enjoyed the play of his casy,
amusing, worldly-wise talk did not divine the
hidden austerities of his devotional life.

The technical refinements of theology had a
fascination for him. Even in the days when his
belief had become clouded he loved to talk
theology ; he would compare its interest to that
of chess. At the end of his life he was reading
widely what is being put out by present-day
Catholic philosophers, such as Gabriel Maral
and Przgwara. He once told me that if, in the
Chartrcuse, he had bcen allowed to devotc his
reading to the great classical theologians and
mystical writers of the Church, instead of to
modern works of popular devotion, which
repeiled-him, he might perhaps have taken final
VOWS, |

But none of this would give anyone who did
not know Algar Thorold an idea of what he was,
unless they realized the background of warm
human kindliness and tolerance. There was
never in his satire the least savour of bitterness
or ill-will. He was a man to be loved ; indeed,
those who knew him will feel that an irreplace-
able friend has gone.

COLONEL J. KOETH

Coloncel Joseph Koeth, the news of whose
death on May 22 was published on Sunday, was
head of the Raw Material Department of the
German War Ministry during the War, and
Reich Minister for Demobilization.

Joseph Koeth was born, the son of a lawyer,
in Lower Franconia in 1870. At first officer in
the Bavanan and then the Prusstan Artillery,
he was at the outbreak of the War a major
attached to the Field Artillery Department of the
War Ministry. After service at the front he
succeeded Dr. Walther Rathenau in the early
part of 1915 as head of the Department for Raw
Material Supplies founded by Rathenau at the
War Ministry. His appointment, made at
Rathenau’s own suggestion, was highly success-
ful. During the Chancellorship of Prince Max
of Baden representatives of industry and the
trade unions showed their appreciationof Koeth's
organizing powers by making a joint request that

State Sccretary with plenary powers for the ex-
pceted demobihization.  The revolution which
broke out shortly afterwards prevented the grant-
ing of the plenary powers, but Koeth was ap-
pointed Recich Minister for Demobilization (a
post which, in the circumstances, might have
been a sinecure but for the confusion arising
from the samuve qui peur), and he held that office
until its abolition soon after the formation of the
first Republican Parliamentary Government at
the beginning of 1919, - |

K.oeth reappeared in public life in 1923 as
Minister of Economics in the second of the two
short-lived Ministries formed in that year by Dr.
Stresemann. He resigned from the Cabinet in
November, 1923, and lived afterwards in retire-
ment, partly in Berlin and partly at his old home
at Lohr-on-Main. Formerly a supporter of the
dissolved Catholic Centre Party, he was ap-
pointed last October a member of the Berlin
Provincial Councll by General Goring, the
Prussian Premier.

MR. T. CAREY

Mr. Thomas Carey, J.P., died at his

home at Maryport yesterday at the age
of 103.

He retained exceptional mental and bodily
activity to the end. For many years he served

Maryport as town councillor, and as county

his 100th birthday he made spceches without any
notes. For 72 years he played in matches for
Maryport Bowling Club, rctiring from the game
only Jast scason. He was an antigquary, with
an cxceptional knowledge of the Roman occupa-
tion of Maryport. He was believed to be the

I oldest Freemason in England, and he was also

one of the last living lnks with Trafalgar,
having as a boy heard a description of the battle
from his grandfather and a friend who fought
at Trafalgar in the Neptune.

DR. J. H. WRIGHT

Dr. John Howard Wright, news of whose
death from typhoid on May 30 at Tientsin,
China, was received yesterday by the London
Missionary Society, would have been 40 if he
had lived until Saturday, June 6.

Dr. Wright went out to China for the LM.S.
in November, 1922. He was educated at King
Edward’s School, Birmingham, and at Birming-
ham University, and he took his medical course
at Edinburgh. Before going to Tientsin he had
been engaged on miissionary work at Tsangchow
and Siaochang, but during the two years that
he. had becn at Mackenzie Memorial Hospital
at Ticntsin he had done a very fine work in
devcloping and increasing the equipment of the
institution. The hospital is a Jarge one of 100
beds and last year it treated 1,725 in-patients
and 27,875 out-patients. There is a staff of
three Chinese doctors and 39 Chinese nurses.
Dr. Wright left a widow, formerly Miss
Margarct Burnett Aitken, a member of Fountain-
hall Road Church, Edinburgh, and two children.

MISS EMILY SARGENT

J.H. H. writes : — ~

The sudden death, in Zurich, through an
accident, of Miss Emily Sargent, onc of the two
sisters of the late Mr. John S. Sargent, R.A., has
deeply shocked and grieved a wide circle of
friends, both in Great Britain and the United
States. Unaware of the seriousness of her injuries
she was instantly, and so charactenistically, con-
cerned to reassure the terrified young bicycle rider
who had run her down. That she never realized
her danger, sinking into unconsciousness till her
death a few hours later, is a consolation to thosc
who knew the strength of her attachments to those
she loved. Parting from them, and the knowledge
that 1n this nstance she was powerless to spare
them pain, would have distressed her beyond
measure.
Hostess for her brother and his friends, she

excercised a singular and utterly unconscious
social gift, a part of her sclflessness. Never in
robust health she was cheerful to the point of
gaiety, for she never permitted physical fatigue
to lower her mental vitality. Though she was
inclined to swift judgments, and could be delight-
fully unreasonable in defending her prejudices, she
had so tolerant a mind, and so large a heart, that
she would only permit her witty tongue a certain
latitude when she was in an intimate circle. On
such occasions she could be astonishingly crisp,
yet so infectiously merry, that her victims relished

1 the joke no less.

Living in Chelsea (in Cheyne Walk) for so many
years, she knew her world and cherished it.
Though she never exhibited, she painted steadily
while abroad in many lands, and her sketches
have something of her strong individuality and
arc lovely in colour. An excellent critic she
derided her own accomplishment, yet derived
unfailing pleasure from it. A good linguist, a
constant and fastidious reader, she was perhaps
truly remarkable in thc greatest of all the arts—
the art of livine—for in her long life she had
retained the zest of youth, managing to extract
the last ounce of appreciation out of books and
pictures, out of the beauty of the visible world,
out of the close relationships which her own
devotion made -an ever fresh enchantment. Her
circle of friends included old and young, rich
and poor, the tired and the vigorous. She had
endless patience for every weakness except insin-
cerity. Never sparing of herself, she could only
truly enjoy what she shared with others, in a
spirit of the most spontaneous and lavish

gencrosity, Old phrases sometimes fit more
cxactly than new ones: ** To know Emily Sareent
was to love her.”

ITALIAN ARCHAEOLOGY

AND ART
Miss Edith E. Coulson James, who
devoted many years to researches in con-
nexion with Italian archaeology and art,
died at East Court, Tunbridge Wells,

yesterday, at the age of 75. Of her a
correspondent writes : —

Until well past middle life Miss James was
the devoted and inseparable companion of her
mother, who was early widowed: and it was
only after her mother’s death in 1902 that she
found herself free to follow her bent in Italian
archaeology and art. Settling for some years in
Bologna she ransacked its archives and delved
into its antiquities with characteristic thorough-
ness, coming to know about these more even
than its own citizens. In 1909 the results of
her researches were published by the Oxford

I Press in the scholarly and admirably illustrated

book, “ Bologna, Its History, Antiquities, and

| Art,” a model of the history of a town, which at

once took rank as the authority on its subject.
_The Bolognese showed a warm-hearted appre-
ciation of the work of the Donna Inglesa, and
honoured her with marks of public recognition.
She became a well-known figure in the literary
circles of Bologna, making many friends among
the University professors and in the Anglo-
Itahhlan community. She had been first attracted
to Bologna by an enthusiastic admiration of the
work of the great Bolognese painter Francia:
her researches, which took her to many different
countries and brought her into touch with
eminent critics like Professor Bode, threw new
light on the too little known story of his life.
By a very skilful piecing together of literary and

« other evidence she was able to trace the painter’s

“ auto-ritratti,”” and incidentally to correct
scveral wrong attributions of pictures in public
galleries, a process which now and then involved
a- crossing of swords with acknowledged art
authorities. Articles in the Burlington Magazine
and the Connoisseur, as well as pamphlets
written in Italian and printed in Italy, have laid
the foundation for a truecr estimate of Francia’s
influence. Her hope 'was to have attempted this
herself, but advancing years and failing health
prevented its realization. By a coincidence her
death occurred on the anniversary of the death

LORD FREDERICK BRUDENELL-
BRUCE

Lord Charles Frederick Brudenell-Bruce, son
of the third Marquess of Ailesbury, and uncle of
the present sixth marquess, died in a London
nursing home on Sunday at the age of §7. Born
on March 4, 1849, he was educated at Eton,
where he was in the Rev. William Wayte’s house.
He went up to Trinity College, Cambridge,
graduating in 1871 with a third class in the Classi-
cal Tripos. Formerly he held a commission in the
Royal Wiltshire Yeomanry, from which he re-

tired with the rank of major. He took part in |

local government work, serving as a J.P. and
county councillor for Wiltshire. In 1873 he mar-
ried Margaret, daughter of the late Mr. James
Renshaw, of Broughton, Lancashire. She died in
1913. There were no children of the marriage.
The funeral will be at St. Catherine’s, Savernake
Forest, Marlborough, to-morrow, at 2.30 p.m.

SIR. THOMAS PUTNAM

Sir Thomas Putnam, well known as an indus-

trialist and as a racehorse owner, died at his

home, Greylands, Darlington, yesterday, at the
age of 74.

For nearly 40 years Sir Thomas Putnam was
managing dircctor of Darlington Forge, Limited,
which made castings for many great liners, in-
cluding the Queen Mary. He was knighted in
1918. When the forge was taken over a few

years ago by the English Steel Corporation he

was invited to join the board, but declined owing
to his age and his desire to devote his time to
the Turf. His colours were carried almost exclu-
sively at Northern meetings, but in 1933 his
horse Stalky, a 50 to 1 chance, beat King
George’s entry, Limelight, to take third place
in the Cambridgeshire. |

LONDON DIVER’S ORDEAL
IN SCOTTISH LOCH

_-*-—_.

EFFORT TO CURE UNUSUAL
AFFLICTION |

Mr. James Mcarns, a London diver, was
placed in a decompression chamber for six
hours yesterday in an effort to cure him of
an unusual affliction. While he was work-

ing 170ft. below the surface of Loch Treig,

in Inverness-shire, his diving suit filled with
water and the terrific pressure paralysed
his legs.

Mr. Mearmns, who 1s 56, and lives in King's
Avenue, Hounslow, was taken by train on Mon-
day night to University College Hospital, Gower
Street. Last night it was stated at the hospital
that his spell in the decompression chamber at an
air pressurc equal to that he suffered under water
had done him a consitderable amount of good.
He was able to move his right leg strongly and
his left a little.

It was stated at the hospital that when Mr. |

Mearns sent a message to the surface of the loch
that his diving suit was filling with water, the
mcn above knew that if they pulled him up
slowly he would almost certainly drown, and
that if they pulled him up quickly he might dic
owing to too sudden a change in the pressure
on his body. They decided to pull him to the
surfacc fairly quickly, and the rapid change
caused bubbles of nitrogen gas to form in the
blood vessels, which threatened to stop his blood
circulation.

Twice he was sent down again in another
diving suit and brought up slowly in an en-
deavour to drive out these bubbles. But he was
unable to stand the cold until these measures
could prove successful, and it was decided to
send him to London.

From the hospital he was sent to Siebe
Gorman and Co., Limited, submarine engineers,
i Westminster Bridge Road, where he was
placed in a decompression chamber. While a
careful watch was kept through the observation
window the air pressure was slowly increased
until it was equal to the pressure he was sub-
jected to 170ft. under the water. Slowly Mr.
Mcarns moved his limbs about, striving to drive
out the gas bubbles. Six hours afterwards the
pressure was slowly reduced again, and he was
brought back to the hospital by ambulance.

RECEPTION BY THE HOME
OFFICE

Ten officials of Belgian penitentiary admini-
strations arrived”in London last night as the
guests of the British Government.

Headed by M. Poll, Chef de Cabinet to the
Belgian Ministry of Justice, the delegation was
received at Victoria Station by Mr. Alexander
Paterson on behalf of the Home Office, and
to-day they will be received by Sir Russell Scott,
Under-Secretary of State at the Home Office.

They will remain in this country for 10 days,
and will visit the chief places of detention and
education, and hear lectures by British experts.

At a meeting ot the Belfast Corporation yes-
terday opposition to the proposal to send a
representative to the conference of the Inter-
national Union of Local Authorities at Munich
was expressed on behalf of the Labour Party
by ALDERMAN MIDGLEY, M.P. He said that the
General Purposes Committee had decided not to
send a representative, but a special meeting of
the corporation had decided that Alderman
Duft, who would be in Germany on private
business, should represent the corporation at
their expense. The General Purposes Committee,
he added, had come to their decision as a protest
against the present Administration in Germany
and its racial and religious persecutions. After
further discussion it was decided to send a repre-
sentative to the conference.

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OXFORD M.A. FEE
REDUCED

QUESTION OF COLLEGE
DUES

OXFORD, Juxe 2
In Congregation to-day, the Vice-Chan-
cellor (Mr. A. D. Lindsay, Master of
Balliol) presiding, on the motion of Mr.

V. 1. K. Brook, Censor of St. Catherine’s
Society, the statute to reduce the M.A.
fee was approved by 70 votes to 30. The
statute will apply to undergraduates

matriculated in and after October, 1936.
Mr. Brook, in moving the adoption of the
statute, said that the object was not financial, but
rather sentimental, in order that colleges should
keecp as many old members as possible as live
members of their society. In this connexion he
pointed out that although the composition fec
had been voluntary it had in fact been necessary
to keep a man’s name on the college books.
It had been said that if the degree was valuable
to schoolmasters and clergy, why reducc it ? He
suggested that persons would be able to afford
£5 when they could not afford £12. Why, again,
should the new compulsory increases in under-
graduates’ fees make all pay for the benefit of

‘a few ?

It must be remembered that the present under-
graduate dues were not nearly an adequate
payment for what they received as under-
graduates. If therefore the M.A. fee were sub-
stantially decreased it would be fair to increase
the dues to an amount which was still inadequate.
It should be considered whether the reform was
in the interests of the university as a whole, and
it was dangerous to rely too exclusively on the
class argument of injury to the poorest student.
Ultimately it would be found to be in their
interests as well as that of the university
generally. '

Mr. R. ME16Gs, Fellow of Keble, thought that
if the composition fee were abolished the reten-
tion of college dues, being an anomaly, would
quickly disappear. Consequently, many colleges
would have to make up the lost revenue by
increasing undergraduate dues or college degree
fees. Although the increased burden would be
ncgligible on most undergraduates, there was a
minority of men who had to maintain themselves
during part of the vacations on a yearly income
meant only for the term time. To these the
extra fees would be a serious hardship.

Dr. L. H. D. Buxtox, Fellow of Exeter, in
supporting the statute, drew attention to thc
value of thrift socicties for the poorest men, and
said that calculations showed that any potential
loss to the colleges could be made up by an
almost negligible increase in undergraduate dues.

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PRESSURE ON ITALY

MR. LLOYD GEORGE’S VIEW

In a statement of policy issued yesterday
by the “ Council of Action for Peace and
Reconstruction ” (of which Mr. Lloyd
George is president), it is said that ** Italy
has perpetrated a crime against the con-
science of the world by flagrantly repu-
diating her obligations under the Covenant
of the League, the Kelloge Pact, the
American Pact of 1933, and the Geneva

Agreement of 1925 against the use of
polison gas.”

The statement affirms that “if this crime is
condoned, directly or indirectly, belief in col-
lective security will be undermined, and the
nations will revert to competitive alliances backed
by heavy armaments, leading inevitably to war.”

It 1s urged that increasing pressure should
be applied against taly, as any other methods
would be interpreted by her as a complete victory
over the League and over Britain. The council
scts out the following main points upon which
it suggests a League peace can be secured :—

Refusal to recognize the annexation of Abys-
sinia ; application of an oil sanction and prohibi-
tion of the ships of League countries from
carrying goods to Italy and of Italian ships from
entering their ports; the tightening up of the
control of credits to Italy; and the closing of
the Suez Canal to cargoes of oil and materials
for poison gas,

** Such a policy is not a vindictive policy,” the
statement continues.

fate of Abyssinia to the League Council. If
this 1s not done, the question of ending Italy’s
mecmbership of the League must be considered.”

It is suggested that a confercnce be sum-
moned at the earliest possible moment, and that
invitations be sent to Italy when she has sub-
mitted the Abyssinian question to the League
and countries outside the League.

FULL BOYCOTT

The suggested agenda for the conference 1s
given as:—

The acceptance of more specific obligations for
ensuring collective security, including the joint
and obhigatory application of a full financial
and economic¢ boycott where an actual act of
aggression has occurred, and the elaboration of
preventive measurcs in cases of threatened
aggression—the  responsibility of  various
members of the Lcague being defined in advance
by regional agreement for mutual assistance or
otherwisc in respect of the chief zones of danger.

“Such a boycott,” it is stated, ‘* could come
into opcration even as a preventive measure.”

Other items on the agenda would be:—

That thcre should be a simultanecous general
and internationally-controlled reduction of arma-
ments and the abolition of the private manu-
facture and sale of armaments; the use of
Article 19 for the necessary traffic adjustment of
treaties deemed to be unjust or dangerous; and
a full discussion of the cconomic cause of dis-
satisfaction, restrictions of world trade and
emigration, colonial and mandatory problems.

The statement on Germany emphasizes that
this problem is interlocked with the question of
Italy and Abyssinia—that it is due to the fact
that Europe 15 passing from the system stabilized
by the overwhelming military preponderance of
France and her Allies in Europe over a dis-
armed Germany to a situation in  which
Germany has recovered equality by re-armameat.
To deal honestly and frankly with this situation
would be the only practical road to peace.

| While condemning Germany for breaking her

treatics, the council point out that the Allies did
little or nothing to implement their obligations,
and also that the Franco-Russian Treatv tended
to confirm German suspicions of encirclement.

1t is necessary, the council state, to 1nvesti-
gate the German peace proposal, to consider
Germany’s grievances, and to assure her that
there will be no attempt to make changes by
force.

THE SUPPRESSION OF WAR

After a day of leng private discussions in
commitice, the International Federation of
League of Nations Societies congress in Glascow
held a public session last night. Most of the
public had gonec home,” weary of waiting, when
M. HEeNrRI RoLiN, of Belgium, the president, led
the delegates from 27 countries into the hall and

rcad a resolution on the Italo-Ethiopian dispute |
which the Political Committee had been all day |

considering.

The resolution urged thc members of the |

Lecague of Nations to continue their collective
effort to rcach a solution acceptable to the
Council of the League, and declared that
sanctions should be maintained. and, if necessary,
intensificd. It called on its constituent societies
to redouble their cfforts so that public opinion
in their countries, undeterred by any sense of
disappointment or unreasoning or extravagant
reactions, should be mobilized as energetically
as possible for the restoration of law and order.
The resolution noted that Italy had gained her
success largely by the use of poison gases, in
violation of treatics; and asserted that it was
vital to the peace of the world that the authority
of the League and respect for obligations should
be upheld ; that the failure of Ethiopia’s resist-
ance could not justify the acceptance of a fair
accompli ; and that in Article X of the Covenant
members of the League had undertaken to pre-
scrve against external aggression the territorial
integrity and political independence of fellow-
members.

The resolution was carricd by a unanimous
show of hands.

Lorp CECIL said that opinion in Britain had
advanced greatly and was more instructed. Its
feeling after the Abyssinian dispute was a desire
to sce a system of organized peace in the world
and some substitute for the brutal and futile
mcthod of war. It was because a vast number
of people saw in the Lecague the only hope for

the future of the world that they took so strong
a view 1n favour of collective sccurity. There

were difficulties ahead, but he took a cheerful
vicw of what had happened. (Cheers.) He saw
an immense acceptance of the doctrine that it
1s the chief interest of every nation to suppress

war wherever it took place. If the nations chose |

they had the opportunity of stamping out war
for ever.

ELEVEN MEN BLINDED BY
POWDER

IN DANGER OF FALLING
OFF QUAY

Blinded by powder which flew into their eves
as they dragged a telegraph cable along the
ground, 11 Post Officc workmen stumbled about
Brixham Quay and were in danger of falling
into the water until other workmen reached
them. They were taken to a hospital at Torquay,
where they received treatment every three hours
during Whitsuntide.

As an old cable was pulled across the ground,
chafing caused the outer covering to be reduced
to powder. It caused the men’s eyes to swell
painfully, and after rubbing them they were
alarmed to find that they could not see.

The men gradually recovercd their sight, and
the last of them left hospital yesterday. They
have been able to resume work, but will have to
wear spectacles with darkened lenses until their
eyes have fully recovered. An analysis of the
powder 1s being made, and there may be an
inquiry inte the incident.
